	Aerojet / Contractor Personnel Environmental Health and Safety Requirements

	Hot Work Permits
	Are required for all potential sources of ignition (torch work, use of tar pots, all powder activated devices in all areas. Hot permits are also needed in the Line and Test areas for electrical equipment - including battery operated units, or any spark generating device or an operation that could cause a spark.

	In-Plant Travel

	Observe all warning signs and signals; keep personnel within assigned job areas. Comply with all posted traffic regulations. “When approaching any vehicle displaying red flags, explosive placards, or flashing lights, do not pass or when it’s an on-coming vehicle, pull over to the shoulder, stop, and let it pass”.  There are deer and turkeys that can cross the road at any time, watch out for them and drive accordingly. Never park in a red emergency lane.

	Hazard Warning Signals
	There are no traffic lights at Aerojet; they are area-warning lights. Do not enter an area that has a warning light pole, even if all lights are out, you must have area supervision approval before entering

	Communications
	Be aware since we have areas where radio signals may cause problems, with the explosive material in that area, you must know where cell phones or radios may or may not be used. If you are not told, “ASK”.

	Smoking           
	In the administration area smoking is not permitted in any building and must be 20’ from doors and HVAC intake areas. Past the administration area, Smoking is not permitted in any vehicle. Matches or lighters are not allowed in your pockets. Leave them in your vehicle. Smoking areas are identified as “SMOKING PERMITTED IN THIS AREA”, and are supplied with electric lighters on operating lines. For Temporary smoking area see Fire Marshal.

	Building Entry

	Entry into buildings in the Line and Test Areas is by permission of Building Supervisor or Designee only.

	Evacuation Areas 

	Check the Evacuation map posted near the entrance so you will know what exit to take In case of emergency (fire, explosion, etc.), proceed to the nearest assembly area and stay there until released. On line areas proceed to the designated Emergency Shelter. Remain in the shelter until advised to leave.

	Regulation Compliance 
	Know and comply with all OSHA, Cal-OSHA, EPA, State and County environmental regulations (It is mandatory.) Contact the EHS Department on interpretation of rules/orders or regulations.

	Personnel Protective Equipment

	Use proper protection equipment and apparel. Safety glasses (with side shields) and hearing protection shall be worn in areas posted as such, or if you or someone around you is causing a hazard, protect yourself. Hardhats required in “hardhat required areas” or any of the following: if anyone is working above you and there is a possibility of anything falling, danger of head impact, while near machine trenching or digging. A harness is required if you are in a man-lift, everyone in the lift. Respiratory Protection if needed, must be approved by NIOSH or MSHA and employees properly trained for its use. Contractors to abide by all regulations.  

	Job Site protection & Housekeeping
	Good housekeeping and storage practices shall be maintained for all materials and equipment on site without blocking fire zones, roadways or building exits.  All debris shall be cleaned up and hauled off site each day or shall be placed in contractor furnished dumpsters, “Aerojet waste containers are not to be used”. There are 2 exceptions (see Contractor Coordinator). 1st metal waste containers and 2nd Aerojet hazardous / contaminated waste, (oil, asbestos, lead paint chips, waste from containment coatings, etc.) Aerojet will supply containers for this waste. 

	Wildlife
	Be alert for wildlife, particularly poisonous snakes, scorpions, black widow spider’s etc. Do not feed, chase, hunt, etc. Aerojet wildlife. There are deer and turkeys that can cross the road at any time be aware. 

	Fall Protection
	Fall Protection for Aerojet personnel requires special instructions in the safety work permit (if it is not there “ask” about the requirements before attempting a job that needs it). Where fall protection is required USE IT.

	Crane Operations
	If you are using a crane, it may require a Load Master’s approval, “ask”. When lifting heavy, costly, bulky equipment or in areas of concern, the Load Master must be notified through the coordinator or Aerojet Supervisor.  All rigging equipment used for lifting must be inspected prior to use and OSHA's “removal from service” criteria must be followed.

	Aerojet Equipment
	Contractors can not use Aerojet Equipment unless approved by Safety and Management with written Contract Terms and Conditions. This includes forklifts, man-lifts, cranes, etc.

	Excavations
	Excavation requires a special permit and utility locating prior to start. Any hole or trench must be properly barricaded.

	Asbestos and Lead
	Transite will not be drilled, screwed or cut in any way without prior approval from EHS. If you find anything that you think could be asbestos ask your coordinator or Aerojet Supervisor if it has been sampled. Old painted surfaces may contain lead or chromium. We will test any area that that could contain asbestos, lead or chromium.

	Contractor is Fully Responsible for Environmental, Health & Safety

The fact that Aerojet may not observe, recognize or curtail imminent dangers or other hazards to Contractor personnel and report them to the on-site contractor representative does not relieve the Contractor / Subcontractor of the responsibility to provide for the health and safety of employees under its direction and / or control.
